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These instructions provide a brief guidance for preparing and formatting your abstract for digital submittals to the conference Education for an Open Architecture, to be held at Ball State University, Muncie, Indiana, USA, October 19-22, 2008. The length of the abstract should be approximately 300 words. Text of abstracts should be laid out on 8 ½" x 11" (standard A4 in portrait) paper. Margins should be: top 1.0"; bottom 1.5"; left 1.2"; right 1.2". All body text should be Times New Roman in 11 pt font. Title should be Times New Roman 14 pt bold. Subheadings are 12 pt. BOLD. Provide 6 pt spacing between paragraphs.


Authors should format their documents using the styles provided in this Word document. All correspondence and inquiries should be directed to openarch@bsu.edu. Submission of abstracts will be electronic: PDF’s shall be forwarded to eoaabstract@sp2007.bsu.edu prior to the deadline noted in the call. Detailed requirements for the full paper (not to exceed 10 pages) will be given when the selection of abstracts is made and announced to authors.
